Dimensions, weight and technical data 
are non-binding, all are subject to change due to technical progress in design. Errors and printing errors 
are excepted, too.

Toe-in
KAUP clamps and fork positioners of the series T401Z, T411Z, T411BZ(I) and T411ZR are designed with 
a toe-in. This means, that the distance between the arms or forks (e.g. Bale Clamps, Brick Clamps, 
Fork Clamps) differs, measured on the tips of the arms compared to the rear side of the arms. The 
opening ranges given in our brochure are always measured at the rear of the arms. With an arm length 
of 1.000 mm the toe-in of a clamp is approximately 30 mm (15 mm to each side) and the toe-in of a 
fork clamp is approximately 20 mm (10 mm to each side). This is necessary to compensate the natural 
deflection of the clamping arms during transport. Without toe-in loads would be clamped at the rear 
side but would fall through at the tips. For handling sensitive goods such as television sets, Appliance 
Clamps and Carton Clamps with adjustable toe-in are available.

Safety
KAUP attachments correspond to the requirements of the valid EC regulations regarding quality, safety 
and technical documentation. All KAUP attachments with independent sideshift are equipped with 
components from our sideshift range T151P2. This means that they feature SOFTSTOP end-of-stroke 
slow-down to automatically throttle shifting speed over approximately the last 15 mm of sideshift  
stroke.

Hydraulic System

Working pressures and oil flow rates
Most of the attachments listed in this booklet are operated hydraulically i.e. the attachments are  
supplied with oil from the forklift truck's hydraulic system. The number of hydraulic functions 
required is listed next to each attachment. If an attachment requires more than two hydraulic func-
tions, one of the hydraulic circuits is split by use of a solenoid valve. Generally this is the circuit 
which, with regards to the functional safety of the attachment, is of less significance. In these 
cases the solenoid valve is a part of the attachment. Upon request, an external solenoid valve 
may be used. However, assembly depends on the dimensions as well as the installation options 
on the attachment. Any necessary adjustments to the attachment could result in an add-on price.

In order to correctly operate solenoid valves on standard, duplex or triplex masts different adapter kits 
are available. The corresponding adapter kits for the relevant attachment configurations are shown on 
page 130 for standard or duplex masts and on page 131 for triplex masts (electric spring cable drum).

To ensure correct operation of the solenoid valve KAUP requires exact information regarding the volt-
age of the forklift truck. 

In order to ensure the proper function of the attachment KAUP recommends that you take note of the 
recommended oil flow rates and hydraulic pressures for the different attachment groups.
